Research has shown that high-visibility
enforcement like the 'Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over' campaign reduces
alcohol-impaired driving fatalities by as much as 20 percent. By joining this
nationwide effort, we will make the roadways of University of South
Florida safer for everyone throughout the Labor Day period.”
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
