
COMMUNICATION PEDAGOGY



In this course, we will approach the study of
communication pedagogy theoretically and

pragmatically by doing a survey of pedagogical
theories, methods, and histories in the discipline.
In particular, we will examine the three different

areas of communication pedagogy: communication
education, instructional communication, and

critical communication pedagogy. Theorizing the
classroom as a site of research, we will discuss

how pedagogical spaces, practitioners, and
students are communicatively produced. The goal

of this course is to carefully consider the
philosophical and practical implications of

teaching and learning through a constitutive
communication perspective.
