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Review and Appeals Process for Students

Instructor notifies student of grade 
determination and recommended sanctions 
either in person or via email, including a link 

to the USF Academic Integrity Policy, and 
provides a set date to meet with student
(within 15 days of grade determination)  

If there is a grade sanction ONLY, the 
instructor assigns the grade sanction and 
sends a notice of final academic sanction, 

including student’s right to appeal
(within 15 days of meeting with the 

student)

If additional academic sanctions (included 
for Level 3 & 4 violations) are 

recommended, the instructor assigns the 
grade sanction and refers to the 

Department Chair for further review

Department Chair will determine any 
additional academic sanctions, if applicable, 

and send the student a notice of final 
academic sanction, including student’s right 

to appeal
(within 15 days of receipt of 

recommendation from instructor)

Student submits CAS Academic 
Integrity Student Appeals Request 
Form to CASAIGC@usf.edu copying 

the instructor
(within 15 days of receipt of the 

notice of final academic sanction) 

No resolution 
reached

CAS Dean’s Designee reviews appeal 
to determine if a review board 

should be appointed or if the appeal 
will be dismissed 

(within 15 days of receiving 
student’s written request)

If appeal is not dismissed, College 
Academic Integrity Review Board (AIRB) 

will be convened 
(Instructor and student may attend and 

both will receive final decision)
Student will be sent process details 

once appeal is receive by College

UGS review initiated.  Only if 
CAS Dean’s Designee does not 

accept the final 
recommendation of the AIRB

(within 15 days of student 
notice)
