Instructor informs student of AI 
violation and sanction (in-person or via 
email). Student has 15 academic days 

to meet with instructor if they’d like to. 

• Within 15 academic days of meeting OR 
• after student declines meeting OR 
• after 15 academic days of meeting window 

passes with no student communication
Instructor informs student of 
“final” sanction and reports 

the AI violation to UGS via the 
Refer Student button in Canvas

Notes
• Sanctions other than FF or dismissal are 

carried out by instructor
• If sanction is FF, instructor gives F as final 

grade and UGS/RO process FF
• If final decision is FF or dismissal, student can 

appeal to Circuit Court via Writ of Certiorari 
within 30 academic dates

• UGS will notify instructor of repeat offense; 
instructor may choose to increase sanction 
to FF
