i. COM4205 – Global & Cultural Issues in Health Communication – Explores issues in global health, 
culture, and communication in health care initiatives. For majors; nonmajors by permit only. 
May not be repeated for credit. Course was approved.

a. New Syllabus Guidelines – Undergraduate Studies and Academic Affairs have worked to produce a new 

set of guidelines for course syllabi. The council recommends that the colleges review these syllabus 
guidelines. A vote on support of the new guidelines was tabled so that the council members can further 
review the new guidelines. 

b. College of Public Health Minimum GPA Increase – Proposal will raise the minimum required GPA for 
incoming students to the Public Health major from 2.0 to 2.5 effective Fall 2012. Proposal was 
approved.
