The following is additional information for the English Education major:

• The College of Education has a SEPARATE APPLICATION PROCESS from that of the University of South Florida. 
Please allow enough time to apply and receive acceptance to USF before applying to the College.

• The English Education program admits all three terms (fall, spring, summer).
• It is highly recommended that applicants to the COEDU (except Exercise Science) satisfy all sections of the 

General Knowledge Test, including Math, Reading, Language, and Essay before their first term in the College.
• All applicants must have an overall GPA of 2.5.
• EDF 1005 must be passed with a C- or better or in progress at time of application.
• Florida Teacher Certification Exams (General Knowledge Test, Professional Education, and Subject Area Exams) are 

required for graduation, as the degree prepares students for Florida Teaching Certificate.
• The English Education Program is designed to prepare students to develop content knowledge related to structures 

and functions of language, diverse literatures (including print and non-print texts and multimedia), adolescent literary
and writing theories and processes. Students will learn pedagogical content knowledge, including how to select English 
Language Arts curriculum, how to implement instructional practices like discussion and peer review, how to access
student compositions and how to reflect on their pedagogical practices. This program includes clinical experiences in 
secondary school settings. Courses for earning an English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) Endorsement are
included in this program.
