USF PRESIDENT, RHEA LAW
Rhea Law is the president of the University of South Florida,

serving more than 50,000 students. She has deep ties
within the USF community. She earned an undergraduate
degree in management from USF, putting herself through
school while working as the university research project
administrator for the Office of Sponsored Research. She is
one of the founding members of the USF Board of Trustees,
where she spent five years as vice chair and four years as
the first (and only) female chair, contributing significantly
to USF’s growth and evolution as a Research 1 public
university. Law is also a member of the USF President’s
Council Society which honors donors who have made a
lifetime commitment of $100,000 or more or a legacy gift
to USF.

He served as
the Dean and Vice-Provost of Graduate Studies at the
University of California, Davis, from 2016 to 2018. He
served as an Associate Chancellor from 2014 to 2016
and the Interim Vice-Provost and CIO of UC Davis from
2013 to 2014. He was the Department Chair of Computer
Science from 2007 to 2013 and held the Tim Bucher
Family Endowed Chair Professorship during that period.

Dr. Kiki Caruson leads USF’s global engagement across the Tampa, St. Petersburg, and Sarasota-
Manatee campuses, including study abroad programming, international student and scholars
services, the management of international partnerships, the Global Discovery Hub, initiatives
that support research and scholarly mobility, Peace Corps programming, international alumni
outreach, as well as global development activities. Dr. Caruson is an expert regarding the best
practices for promoting strong relationships between university research and international
offices and the data and metrics associated with successful global engagement across faculty,
students, alumni, and global partners. Dr. Caruson is an alumna of the USIEF India Fulbright
Program for senior international education administrators (2013) and is an active faculty
member in the School of Interdisciplinary Global Studies within the College of Arts and Sciences.

WHAT IS THE FULBRIGHT
ASSOCIATION?

In 1976, the Board of Foreign Scholarships (now the J.
William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board) convened
regional meetings of Fulbright Alumni to celebrate the
30th anniversary of the Fulbright Program. The Fulbright
Associationgrewoutofresolutionsadopted at those meetings.

Senator J. William Fulbright also encouraged alumni to
create an active constituency for the Fulbright Program. He
wanted alumni to educate members of Congress and the
public about the benefits of advancing increased mutual
understanding between the people of the United States
and those of other countries. He also wanted U.S. alumni
to welcome and to exchange ideas with Fulbrighters from
abroad. Senator Fulbright traveled from Arkansas to the
United Kingdom on a Rhodes scholarship and valued the
welcome and support he had received while outside the U.S.

The Fulbright Association continues the Fulbright
Program international exchange experience by promoting
opportunities for life-long learning, collaborative networking,
and service at home and abroad for alumni, supporters and
friends of the Fulbright program. Association members form
the active constituency helping to promote and preserve
Fulbright exchanges to ensure that they continue to benefit
future generations. Established February 27, 1977, the
Fulbright Association is a private, nonprofit and nonpolitical
organization whose members are Fulbright Program alumni
and friends of international education. The Association
supports and promotes international educational and cultural
exchange, and the ideal most associated with the Fulbright
name--mutual understandingamong the peoples of the world.

The University of South Florida is one of approximately 150
institutional members of the Fulbright Association. The Mid-
Florida Chapter of the Fulbright Association is one of the 60+
local affiliate chapters. In 2018, the Mid Florida Chapter
received the Fulbright Association Committee’s Choice Award
for strong programming and and its partnership with USF.
Each year, the Mid-Florida Chapter hosts many programs for
Fulbright Alumni and visiting Fulbrighters. Programs range
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from educational events, panel sessions, and music and
art presentations to local networking and numerous other
interesting events/ initiatives from year to year. A tentative
list of programs for fall 2023 is provided on the next page.
Those who are members of the Fulbright Association may
attend many events free of charge or for a nominal fee, and
when grant funds permit, those who take visiting Fulbright
Students to events are awarded a small stipend.

Note that your chapter affiliation is the Mid-Florida Chapter,
and should select. The cost depends on your level of your
career/age. When you return from a Fulbright Award, your
first year is free! The category “Friends of Fulbright” is for
those who have not had a Fulbright Award, but who wish
to join the chapter and participate in events. The cost of
membership is:

e Individual: $80 annually.

e Friend of Fulbright: $80 annually. Supporters of the
program and international exchange.

e Young Professional: $30 annually. Individuals age 34
or younger.
e Senior: $30 annually. Individuals age 65 or older.

o Lifetime Membership: $1,500. Payments may also be
divided into three annual installments of $500.

e Newly Returned: Free for the length of and up to
one year after the completion of your first Fulbright
program.
