1. Attend OIS Immigration Check In Session via Teams to activate USF 1-20, get SSN
letter, and instructions.

2.  Wait 48 hours.

3. Then go directly to the Social Security Office to apply for the SSN. Take receipt
notice to Right Start.



OIS Immigration Check In Session

* Immigration Check-in is the process by which an international student advisor checks that
the student's immigration documents show the correct status, and that their Glo-Bull Start
checklist is completed.
